Flooding in Hiltonia

If residents are interested, I would like to 
have a special meeting on June 12th 
regarding the flooding behind the homes on 
Cornwall Ave. and several homes at the end 
of Stuyvesant Ave., near the Christine Seix 
Academy.  It seems homes in that area have 
been affected by heavy rains in the past. 
There is a drainage pipe under Stuyvesant 
Ave., but mostly the rest of the gully is an 
earthen embankment that runs behind 
Cornwall Ave.  We have an opportunity to 
let the State know about the flooding so 
steps can be taken to mitigate its effect on 
our environment and quality of life.  I 
would like to explore the possibility of a 
designated wetlands area where 
redevelopment cannot happen within an 
acre of the gully.  Let me, Elise, know your 
thoughts.
